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March was such a fun month for our class! The children were introduced to our new
theme: PLANTS. In this unit, the children were introduced to some of the familiar plants they
see every day and at the same time, learned about the different parts of a plant.

We continue our daily routine of having playground time. Opportunities to get outside help
to develop important thinking skills, reduces anxiety, and helps them to sleep and eat
better.

Reciting all the letters of the alphabet is one of the daily routines for the children. They con-
tinue to identify all the letters of the alphabet in non-alphabetic order. By reciting and

identifying the individual letters, they slowly get familiar with these letters.

The children also started learning about numbers. Recognition of numbers supports the de-
velopment of other number skills, like counting. Patterns were also introduced as the ability
to recognize, identify and create patterns not only support learning in math, but also con-
tributes to broader social development.
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As usual Kindergarten 1 is a very busy place and
will continue to be for the rest of the school year.
The children continued to practice math and writ-
ing skills to prepare for Kindergarten 2! They were
also infroduced to our hew theme about PLANTS,
in which they started exploring the different parts

of a plant. This topic will continue through Agpril.

Another highlight for the month of March was the
birthday party that turned into an Art Class. Do
Chan Park celebrated his birthday with an Art
Theme. With Ms. Tonette as their Art teacher, the
children created artwork using different kinds of
vegetables! It was a lot of fun and a unique expe-
