Grade 4 Medieval Europe

In the history of Europe, the Middle Ages (or medieval period) lasted
from the 5th to the 15th century. It began with the fall of the West-
ern Roman Empire. Grade 4 has started to learn about this exciting
time in history. The Middle Ages was an era of lords, knights, and cas-
tles, but also of nuns and monks, peasants and serfs. Religious fig-
ures, such as Saint Benedict, Hildegard of Bingen, and Thomas Beck-
et, played important roles—as did kings and queens such as Charle-
magne, William the Conqueror, and Eleanor of Aquitaine. The growth
of cities and the rise of strong governments, along with the ravages
of the Black Death, helped usher in a new age.
