Grade 4 Medieval Europe

In the history of Europe, the Middle Ages (or medieval period) lasted
from the 5th to the 15th century. Castles were built during the Mid-
dle Ages as fortified homes for kings and nobility. Grade 4 have
studied the unit inquiry, ‘why did they build Castles?’ During the Mid-
dle Ages much of Europe was divided up between lords and princes.
They would rule the local land and all the people who lived there. In
order to defend themselves, they built their homes as large castles in
the center of the land they ruled. They could defend from attacks as
well as prepare to launch attacks of their own from their castles.
Castles were often built at the top of hills or where they could use
some natural features of the land to help with their defense.
